L] One simple bracelet, one plain watch, one necklace (small pendant)

Jewelry — Boys
L] One simple watch
. One finger ring
. One small chain necklace (religious medallion allowed)
L] Heavy or large gauge necklaces are not allowed
Hairstyles
®  Hairstyles should be simple and neat and not cause undue attention & hair must be properly combed
Ll Dyed, tinted, highlighted, or colored hair is not allowed
®  Hair must be worn at an appropriate length (boys — off collar) and not shaved or cut in a manner that draws
